Ad 2: Banner Design 

At its last meeting, the Web Board discussed, in detail, what should (and what should not) be incorporated in the banner. Based on that debate, the current version shows the results of the desired simplification. Both variants are shown as wireframes only: the decorative elements for each are still being worked on. In both variants the main menu items open into mega-menus as designed by the Information Architecture Team. (The exact labels will be discussed at the next Web Board meeting.)   B&C navigations have been incorporated or eliminated for sake of ease of use and consistency.
1. Start Page Banner 
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On the Start Page, as decided before, the Search Tabs appear below the banner on the left:
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2. Subpage Banner
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On subpages, the Search Tabs will be incorporated in the banner as opposed to an expanding “Quick Links” section (like on the main Rutgers site). This simplifies access to search from anywhere, provides for consistency, and reduces code weight.
